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77-1-203. Multiple-use management. (1) The board shall manage state lands underthe multiple-

use management concept defined as the management of all the various resources of the state lands so

that:

(a) they are utilized in that combination best meeting the needs of the people and the beneficiaries of
the trust, making the most judicious use of the land for some or all of those resources or related services
over areas iarge enough to provicie sufiicient iatitucie for periodic acijustments in use to conform to
changing needs and conditions and realizing that some land may be used for less than all of the

resources; and

(b) harmonious and coordinated management of the various resources, each with the othel will result
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the various resources.

(2) lf a parcel of state land in one class has other multiple uses or resource values which are of such

significance that they do not wanant classification for the value, the land shall, nevertheless, be managed

insofar as is possiUe to maintain or enhance these rnultiple-use values.

(3) State lands, including those lands that are leased primarily for other purposes, are open to
general recreational use subject to legal access and to closures and restrictions pursuant to rules adopted

under 77-1304.

{4) The denadment shal! include in al! new or rehewal leases and licenses a orovision that leased\', r'- -'-'-'

lands may not be closed at any time to the public for general recreational puposes without advance

written permission of the department.
